Abstract
The name “the All-beneficent” in the universe’s arrangement is
placed after the noble name Allah, and, through its manifestation
and flow, generates every other name. Accordingly, beneficence and
amnesty flow through the warp and woof of the universe. God both
forgives and recommends human beings that they do so. In religious
and psychological literature, there has been considerable discussion
about amnesty (afw in Koranic terms), or forgiveness (in psychologi-
cal terms).

The Role of Order in Stabilization of Conjugal
Love

Abstract

Islamic lifestyle is family-oriented, and stability of love in conju-
gal relationship is an important principle in family’s stability. For this
reason, the present study has been conducted using the correlational
method with the aim of researching into the role of order in couples’ re-
lationships in the stability of conjugal love. The research instrument is a
combination of Sternberg’s Triangular Love Scale (1989), and research-
er-made questionnaire measuring order in couples’ relationships. The
statistical population includes all married women and men in the city of
Tehran, of which 384 individuals were selected based on Cochran for-
mula and through multistage cluster sampling. The SPSS 26 Software
was used to analyze the data. The results of multivariable regression
showed that 59% of all the alterations in the stability of conjugal love
are predicted by three out of four components of micro order, namely,
congeniality, being likeminded, and being in step with one another. The
component ‘having the same fortune’ has not had a role in predicting
alterations in love. Therefore, to mitigate family problems, including di-
vorce and infidelity, policy and plan makers and family counselors, can,
in presenting their educational and medical plans, lay the ground for the
stability of conjugal love through focusing on increasing couples’ being
likeminded, being in step with one another, and congeniality, thereby
helping the stability and excellence of family through increasing intima-
cy, libido, and commitment in the husband and wife relationship.

Abstract

Today, in view of spreading human connections, the necessity of
acquaintance with a model of peaceful coexistence with dissenters is
more palpable. After researching into Islamic sources, we realize that
the behavioral model of peaceful coexistence with religious dissenters
is predicated on disobeying them and refusing to accept their domi-
nance, and not deeming them confidantes as well as on proscription
of behaving like them, not attending their ceremonies, and refusing to
preempt them in greeting. Warlike infidels with their hostility towards
Muslims have generated an obstacle such that it is impossible to have
a peaceful coexistence with them.

tal components such as politics and economy. Centering university on
spirituality lays the ground for more cohesion among staff and their
efficient response to the requirements of organizational environment

as well as for the emergence of a healthy society.

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The Impact of Profligate Lifestyle on Human Exis-
tential Aspects in the Qur’an’s View (with the Ap-
proach of Thematic Network Analysis)

Abstract

This research was conducted with the aim of examining profliga-
cy as a behavioral component of lifestyle, using the method of qual-
itative content analysis and the technique of thematic analysis. Until
now research on the subject of profligacy from the Qur’an’s viewpoint
has been based on examining some Koranic verses and topic classi-
fication of them, and only has presented few facets of profligacy as
a separate subject. However, the present research does a systematic
and precise examination of the subject of profligacy, whose result is
presentation of a coherent analysis of the concept of profligacy from
the Koranic perspective. The first stage of the research was a precise
study and survey of Koranic verses by using Exegeses Nur Software,
through which categories related to the subject of profligacy were ex-
tracted and codified. A total of 49 categories related to profligacy were
collected as initial data. Then, in the stage of reviewing themes (base
themes), after some analysis and examination, 25 categories were ob-
tained. In the next stage, 16 organizing themes (10 minor and 6 major
organizing themes) were gained. In the last stage, through selection
three categories were finally extracted as macro and principal axes of
the discussion: ideological vices, social vices, and economic vices. Pre-
sentation of a transparent picture of the impact of profligate lifestyle
can be referred to as one of the research results.
